BACKGROUND: 

ABOUT PRINCESS ALICE ADOPTION HOME 
As a facility of JoΩburg Child Welfare, the Princess Alice Adoption Home (PAAH) has been in 

operation from 1930 and is a place of safety for up to 30 babies, from birth to 15 months and 

serves pregnant girls and women in crisis. PAAH assists these young women from a few days to 

months, while they wait out their pregnancy and make decisions regarding whether to place their 

children up for adoption.  

Abandoned, abused and HIV-exposed babies are cared for and administered antiretroviral drugs by 

trained staff, while volunteers focus on bonding with the children, through play, physiotherapy and 

baby gym. 

 

ABOUT PABALLO 
PaballoYaBatho (001-263-NPO) was established in 1989, as a means to assist the homeless and 

destitute of JohannesburgΩs inner city. They seek to assist the homeless in all aspects of their lives 

by providing them with the basic necessities necessary for sustaining a healthy and normal life. 

PaballoΩs aim is to assist the homeless in becoming functional members of society. As Paballo is a 

non-profit making organization it has to find ways to raise funds for its projects, The Night of a 

1000 drawings being its main fund raising event.

ABOUT THE EVENT 
The Night of a Thousand Drawings was initiated in 2006 to raise funds for replacing 

a car that was stolen from PaballoYaBatho and severely prohibited the functioning 

of the organisationΩs operations.  

The concept is a derivative of a commercial model that exists in America. It was 

adopted by the enthusiastic spirit of Paballo volunteers that have transformed 

άbƛƎƘǘ ƻŦ ŀ ¢ƘƻǳǎŀƴŘ 5ǊŀǿƛƴƎǎέ ǘƻ ŀƴ unique event and manner to raise funds for 

a good cause.

The use of innovative email communication has caused a stir amongst the online 

community and resulted in a loyal following of supporters of the event throughout 

the world.
